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A lot of people have no clue as to how to correctly burn a candle.  They light it, wait ten minutes, say they don’t smell anything then blow it out! Next time they light it they wonder why the candle is burning straight down the hole (tunnel) that was formed from when they first burned the candle. I stress candle safety and proper burning at all my events and whenever I get the chance to communicate with candle lovers. Here are some basic rules to follow to burn a candle safely and receive optimum results. 


General Safety for all candles: 


Keep wicks trimmed to ¼ inch to avoid smoking and soot build up on walls or furniture


Never burn a candle unattended 


Keep candles away from children and pets 


Avoid burning candles in drafts 


Never burn candles near flammable objects 


Place candles on a protected, heat resistant, leveled surface 


Keep candle free of wick trimmings, matches or other foreign matter that could be a fire hazard
